Final Group Work 
The NMPLIS Summer School programme has highlighted and emphasized skills & responsibilities currently needed by librarians and archives professionals. It also aimed at the transfer of teaching practices from Great Britain, Italy, Latvia and Spain in order to provide an impulse for new LIS curricula in Armenia, Georgia and Uzbekistan.

The purpose of this Group Work and subsequent 15 minutes presentation is to design a 14-week course covering some aspect of digital libraries that could be given starting in 2011.  The subject chosen should be of specific interest –real or potential—in your country and should be feasible given your existing human and material resources.

The course unit description should include the following:

· Title of course unit
· Objectives
· Learning outcomes for students (in terms of knowledge, understanding, skills and abilities)

· Recommendations for prerequisite knowledge or class work
· Weekly breakdown 3 hours/week: content (topics to be covered), structure including teaching methods (theory, practical, case studies, etc.) and classroom activities (ex.: computer lab exercises, debates, external visits, problem solving, presentations, group discussion, etc.) 
· Assignments: Between 3 – 5 assignments should be programmed and, of these, there should be a mix of both individual and group exercises  
· Final group project
· Recommended readings
You must present your proposed course description on Thursday morning.  The time available is 20 minutes each.  All members of the group are expected to participate. They will all be seated at the front of the class and must be available for questions from the audience after the presentation.
